CONSULTANCY

Consultancy services have been provided
to National Council of Applied Economic
Research (NCAER), New Delhi related to
statistical analysis of survey data.

Sh. Wakchaure Goraksha Chimaji, Ph.D.
(Agricultural Engineering) student of PG
School of IARI, New Delhi was advised on
the analysis of data pertaining to the
experiment conducted to study densification
of biomass briquetting plant for fuel. The
experiment was conducted with three
biomass materials (mustard stalks, wood
waste and mixed waste), three binders
(molasses, distiller’s dry gain, press mud
from sugar solution), each of the binders
were used with 4 concentrations (5%, 10%,
15% and 20%). There were a total of 36
treatment combinations. The experiment
was conducted in a laboratory with 3
replications. Randomization, however, was
done for 36 treatment combinations in each
replication separately. Therefore, it was
suggested that the data may be analyzed

as per procedure of Factorial Randomized
Complete Block Designs with three factors
with 3, 3 and 4 levels respectively. The
experimenter also studied the effect of three
pressure levels(1258.52 kg/cm?, 1200 kg/
cm?, 1145.49 kg/cm?) on briquette
formation. As it is difficult to change the
pressure levels, therefore, separate
experiments were conducted using three
pressures as artificially created
environments to study the effect of pressure
levels and its interaction with biomass
materials, binders and their concentration.
